The Fascia gutter style comes from fascia boards, which are used to cap the end of the rafters
outside a building. Generally;3yle and Half Rourgutters have to be attached to fascia

boards, however, Fascia geats do not need to be. Theliminate the need for that fascia

board, allowing for an inexpensive gutter design (Typically used in California). Fascia gutters
have a longer backside then the topside.
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Step 2. Selecting the Gutter Size

When determiing the size of your gutter, it is important to keep safety in mind. When getting
up to your gutter, make sure that the ladder is secure and is tied off. Once by the gutters, it is
necessary to take two measurements. These are shown in the diagraovs églside A and B.

Fascia style gutters vary in size so drastically that there are no standard size gutters. Therefore,
GutterStuff@has developed an easy to use system for ordering custom GatterStuff®for
Fascia gutters.
